
THE POLACK JOKE IN Xgj"'j': AN ADDENDUM 

Despite the  reported attempts by such organizations as the  Pol ish Vet- 
erans ' Association and the Pol i sh  Paratroopers ' Association (See Folklore 
Forum, 111, 2, p. 71) t o  curb t h e i r  c i r cu la t ion ,  t h e  year 1970 produced - 
a number o f  Polack jokes which had not appeared i n  the f i l e s  of the  
Indiana University Folklore Archives e a r l i e r .  Collections submitted by 
undergraduate students i n  fo lk lo re  courses a t  the  Bloomington, Fort  
Wayne, and Kokomo campuses of Indiana University yielded these new jokes , 
many of which had already been reported about minority groups other than 
Polish-Americans. I n  addi t ion ,  many of t h e  Polack jokes previously 
indexed cropped up again and t e s t i f i e d  t o  the  continuing v i t a l i t y  of t h i s  
genre (or subgenre). 

The following i s  a supplement t o  The Types of the  Polack Joke ( ~ o l k l o r e  
1 Forum, Bibliographic and Special  Se r i e s  No. 3) and arranges t h e  'new" - 

jokes according t o  t h e  system used there .  Once again,  no attempt has 
been made t o  go beyond the  c l a s s i f i c a t i o n  of the  t e x t s .  When s imi la r  

. Jokes told about other  groups have been loca ted  i n  the  Archives, mention 
is  made. Where re levant ,  numbers from Baughman 'rs Type and Motif Index of 
the Folktales of England and North America a r e  c i t e d .  

Since the appearance of t h e  o r i g i n a l  index, add i t iona l  information on 
the dis t r ibut ion  and diverse a p p l i c a b i l i t y  of what Brunvand c a l l s  "ethnic- 
regional r iddle  jokes" ( ~ n d i a n a  Folklore,  111, 1, pp. 128-142) has been 
encountered. I n  h i s  d i s s e r t a t i o n ,  "Ukrainian Folklore i n  Canada: An 
Immigrant Complex i n  Transi t ionff  (~ndiana University,  1971), Robert B. 
Klymasz reports  jokes of the  Polack type t o l d  about Ukrainians i n  Canada. 
Recent Archives acquis i t ions  demonstrate t h a t  t h e  jokes may be d i rec ted  
at hippies and, wi th  some poe t i c  j u s t i c e ,  a t  Spiro Agnew. 

The point, then, i s  t h a t  the  "ethnic-regional r i d d l e  jokef' t r a d i t i o n  i s  
far from moribund. This i s  proven by the  more than f i f t y  joke types 
indexed below, the  recurrence of joke types previously c l a s s i f i e d  , and 
the additional groups and indiv iduals  a t  which these jokes a r e  reported 
t o  be directed. 

Key t o  t h e  Index 

After each joke i n  t h e  following index the  loca t ion  of the  t e x t  i n  the 
Indiana University Folklore Archives i s  given. These accession codes 
are those used i n  The Types of t h e  Polack Joke with t h e  following addi- 
tions :

Each item within one of these  
folders ,  which a r e  designated by t h e  genre contained within,  i s  
assigned a number cons is t ing  of  the  da te  when received by the  
Archives and the  sequence i n  which the  item was f i l e d .  The "70"
